St. Paul�s concluding words from First Letter to the Thessalonians remind 
us of what the season Advent is all about.

My parents, like many young people, felt economical ly trapped in the small town in the desert and 
realized that in order to achieve something they wo uld need to leave. The journey to Ohio was not a 
spontaneous decision nor would it prove to be a jou rney without difficulty. Thus my parents with one c hild and 
another on the way (Eventually Mom and Dad would ha ve thirteen children. I was the oldest) became one of 
many families who would make the 1500 mile tract as  migrant farm workers that would spread throughout the 
Midwest.  
 

When I reached the age of six, my parents realized that for their children to have a good education, t hey 
would have to leave the migrant stream and make Ohi o their home. My Dad was able to find work in Fosto ria.  I 
was raised in the Fostoria area and was able to ful fill my parents hope by graduating from Saint Wende lin High 
School and eventually receiving undergraduate and g raduate degrees from Catholic schools. 
 

My most significant event in my life was meeting an d eventually marrying Clarita. She is the person wh o 
taught me to love and to live. The five children th at we had are the beneficiaries of this love. I was  widowed in 
1998 after thirty-three of marriage. 
 

I have served the Diocese of Toledo as an employee for thirty-three years and most recently as Vicar f or 
Deacons which simply means that I have charge of pa storal care of the 199 deacons of the diocese. I wa s 
ordained to the Order of Deacon in 1979 and have se rved  at Saint Ann Parish in Fremont, Saints Peter and P aul in 
Toledo and now I have the joy of serving here at Sa cred Heart.
